There
is hardly any food that is not adulterated in one way or another. There are many bad impacts of
adulterated food. They are generally harmful to health and cause serious health problems like
digest problem, diarrhea, dysentery, cancer, kidney failure, heart problem etc. The adulterated
foods are nothing but slow poison thatOs kills people slowly. Nowadays adulteration of food in
our country is so widespread that it is difficult to find a food item which is safe to eat. Milk and
milk products are poorly processed, vegetables have pesticides with item, fishes are preserved with
formalin and fruits are preserved with poisonous chemicals. A recent survey conducted in some
areas of Dhaka city reports that 40% of 82% samples of, milk products, fish, fruits and vegetables
contained DDT, Aldrin and other poisonous chemicals. It is not unknown that strict monitoring
and supervision in the production process can control food adulteration to a great extent. It is not
possible for Govt. alone to control the widespread adulteration of foods. General public should be
aware and should boycott the product that is detected to be adulterated. Also, Govt. must enact
strict laws against adulteration. Capital punishment should be ensured to the dishonest traders who
are involved in food adulteration.
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Global Warming
The rise in atmospheric temperature is known as the greenhouse effect. Greenhouse effect is a
main problem for the people living in south Asia. In the western cold countries vegetables are
grown in glasses so that cold air cannot harm them. To keep the atmosphere warm systems are
kept inside the glass circled area. Our atmosphere is guarded by the ozone layer which resists the
entrance of ultra violet rays from the sun. But deforestation across the world and the increasing
number of engine vehicles are increasing the amount of Carbon dioxide gas in the atmosphere.

So the ice in the Polar Regions is also melting and if the
process for the long time the layer of water in the oceans will rise and thereby flood coastal areas
and farmlands will go under water. The alarming news about Bangladesh is that for the rise of the
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rise of the sea level, the lower southern part of the country may one day go under water.
Climatologists predict that mid- way through, the next country, temperatures may have risen by as
much as 4 °C. This could catastrophically reduce mankindOs ability to grow food, destroy or
severely damage wildlife and wilderness. So deliberate cutting down of forests must be stopped.
Tree plantation programme must be made more popular. Sources of emitting carbon dioxide and
carbon monoxide should be controlled.
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Drug Addiction

Drug addiction means excessive attraction to illegal hard substance or drug such as heroin, cocaine,
marijuana etc. is called drug addiction. Drug addiction is curse of modern civilization. It is now a
global problem. Frustration, family conflict, rejection of love are the causes of this addiction.
When there is no hope left for the young people, they become addicted to drug. The drugs are very
expensive. Young boys cannot afford to buy them. In order to arrange money, they have to commit
many kinds of social crimes like hijacking, looting, plundering, killing etc. Drug addiction has a
terrible effect on human body. People feel drowsy and lose appetite. The poisonous effect of drug
is dangerous. It may damage the brain and all internal functions of the body. The treatment of the
drug addicts is expensive and difficult. In Bangladesh the drug problem has become so acute.
Thousands of families in cities, towns and even rural areas are directly or indirectly affected by it.
Recently, Bangladesh is often used by the international drug smugglers as transit of transmission
of drug from one country to another. The remedy for drug addiction is not very easy. All concerned
must create awareness at personal and family levels against the dangerous impact of drug addiction
among the youth. When each and every person is sincere to drive this curse of drug addiction from
the society, the human beings can get rid of it.
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Bangabandhu Satellite

The launching of a satellite called Bangabandhu Satellite- 1 into the earthOs orbit on the 12th of
May, 2018 adds a new feather to the crown of Bangladesh as a nation in the world map. This is
the first Bangladeshi geostationary communication satellite that makes a room for Bangladesh in
the space. Bangladesh took all kinds technical support for manufacturing and launching of the
satellite from other countries. Bangladesh Telecommunication Regulatory Commission (BTRC)
under direct supervision of the government worked hard to implement the satellite- sending
project. On behalf of Bangladesh. BTRC awarded the satellite contract to European satellite
manufacturer Thales Alenia Space to construct the satellite, build ground infrastructure for the
operation, training of resources and provisioning of a launch vehicle for $248 million. The initial
delivery vehicle of Bangabandhu Satellite- 1 was supposed to be ArianespaceOs Ariane 5 rocket.
But it had a long queue time and Bangladesh wanted to put up the satellite on December 16, 2017.
But due to several technical delays the final launch happened on May 12, 2018 (GMT+6) from the
historic Complex 39A at NASA’s Kennedy space Centre. SpaceX, a commercial space delivery
startup owned by Elon Musk, using their Falcon 9 Block 5, the most high- tech rocket, embarked
upon a journey that will be retold by generations to come in Bangladesh. Bangabandhu Satellite-
1 is now expected to operate Direct to Home (DTH) service for TV channels, VSAT, backhaul
and trunking, network restoration, disaster preparedness and relief. As of now, Bangladesh rents
all these services from satellite services provides in the region. It nearly costs around $14million
per year. Now Bangladesh can save the amount and rent out the excess capacity to the other
countries in the region and earn up to $50 million per year.
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Female Education
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The prosperity of a country mainly depends on the education of her population. About 50% the
total population of our country is female. A country can’t expect her prosperity avoiding this large
part of population. So, female education is a must. It is the pre- condition of the overall
development of our country. But it is a matter of great regret that the condition of female condition
in our country is not so satisfactory. Female education improves health and nutritional status of
the country. It also reduces population growth, increases economic productivity and sustains the
development efforts. In fact, its importance can’t be described in words. Truly speaking, poverty
is the main barrier on the way of female education. Early marriage is also another barrier on the
way of female education. Besides, religious misinterpretation, social prejudices and customs,
discriminatory attitudes towards girls, wrong idea about female education etc. are also the reasons
behind these barriers. Because of these barriers, female education is greatly hampered and the
female population suffer in the long run. However, this problem canOt be solved overnight. For
this, our outlook towards the girls should be changed. To encourage female education, our govt
has already taken some steps like giving stipends to girls, recruiting more female teachers, making
female education free up to higher secondary level etc. however, no girls should be married off
before 18 and minimum education must be ensured. Above all, all necessary steps should also be
taken to encourage female education for the greater welfare of the nation.
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Padma Bridge
The longest bridge in Bangladesh is the Padma Multipurpose Bridge. This dream Padma Bridge is
the biggest project implemented by Bangladesh without any foreign aid. It is the largest project in
the country and will be the longest bridge in the country after construction. The bridge is being
constructed with concrete and steel. The length of the main bridge is 6.15 km and the width is
16.10 m. The bridge connecting Mawa in Munshiganj district to Jajira in Shariatpur district has
two layers. It has a four-lane road at the top and a railway at the bottom. The Padma Bridge will
be used for rail, gas, power lines and fiber optic cable expansion in the future. The complete design
of the Padma Multipurpose Bridge was formed by a team of international and national consultants
led by ECOM. A company called China Major Bridge, a subsidiary of China Railway Group
Limited, has been contracted to build the bridge. Construction began on December 6, 2014, and
by November 2020, 92% of the bridge was completed. According to China Major Bridge
Engineering Company, the contractor constructing the Padma Bridge, the Padma Bridge will be
ready for traffic by April 2022. The project will directly benefit more than 30 million people
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(44,000 sq km which is 29% of the total area of Bangladesh). Completion of this bridge at a cost
of over Tk 30,000 crore will make a significant contribution to the social, economic and industrial
development of the southern part of Bangladesh. The bridge will play an important role in regional
connectivity between Asia and Southeast Asia. The Padma Bridge, the dream of the people of
Bangladesh, is on the way to be realized today. Although the World Bank and donors withdrew
due to allegations of corruption, the Bangladesh government did not back down. The government
decided to build the bridge with its own funds and the work is progressing accordingly. Work on
the Padma Bridge is progressing at a normal pace. Everyone concerned is hoping that the
construction work of the bridge will be completed within the stipulated time.
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Payra Bridge

Payra Bridge is a road bridge in Bangladesh that is built over the Payra river, Patuakhali. It is also
known as Lebukhali Bridge among the local people. The Payra Bridge was built on the Dhaka-
Barisal-Patuakhali-Kuakata Highway in the Lebukhali area of Dumki Upazila in Patuakhali. The
length of the bridge is about 1,480 meters. The construction of the bridge cost around Tk 1.5 crore
which took about 9 years to implement. Payra Bridge is one of the modern installations in
Bangladesh. It has a solar power system, which facilitates bridge crossings at night. There is also
technology used to signal the bridge before it is damaged by lightning, earthquakes and other
natural disasters. The bridge was originally built to connect Barisal and Patuakhali, two southern
districts of Bangladesh. The construction of the bridge eliminates the need for ferry crossing on
the 111.5 km journey from Barisal to Kuakata. Besides, this bridge is playing an important role in
connecting the roads between Patuakhali and the capital Dhaka.
